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1. Rule 7.14 Calling of Penalties 

 

1.1 Existing rule 7.14.8 
 

“If a goal is scored by the non-offending Team during the signaling of a delayed call of 

Penalty, a Minor Penalty shall be cancelled. A Major Penalty must still be awarded to the 

offending Player.” 
 

1.2 IISHF interpretation of rule 7.14.8 to be implemented immediately 
 

"If a goal is scored by the non-offending team during the signaling of a delayed call of 

penalty, the goal is allowed and the delayed penalty is cancelled. All other penalties are 

imposed. If the offending team already is short-handed, a delayed Minor penalty is 

cancelled but all other penalties being served remain. All other penalties that players may 

have received during the same play are imposed." 

 

The reason for the proposed change is the fact that according to rule 7.2.3 the first 

imposed Minor Penalty on the short-handed team shall automatically terminate when a 

goal is scored. The existing rule 7.14.8 does not take this situation into account. 

 

The Minor Penalty that is cancelled under rule 7.14.8 must still be recorded on the Match 

Sheet. 
 

1.2.1 Situation 1: 

Team A’s player number 6 scores a goal at 12:08 during the signaling of a delayed call of 

penalty (Minor Penalty, hooking) on Team B’s player number 17. 

 

The goal is allowed, the Minor penalty on Team B player number 17 is cancelled and the 

game is restarted with both teams at full strength. 

 

The sequence is recorded as follows: 
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1.2.2 Situation 2: 

Team A’s player number 6 scores a goal at 12:08 during the signaling of a delayed call of 

penalty (Major Penalty, Checking from Behind) on Team B’s player number 17. 

 

The goal is allowed, the Major penalty on Team B player number 17 is imposed and the 

game is restarted with Team B playing short-handed.

1.2.3 Situation 3: 

Team B is playing-shorthanded. Team A’s player number 6 scores a goal at 12:08 during 

the signaling of a delayed call of penalty (Minor Penalty, hooking) on Team B’s player 

number 17. 

 

The goal is allowed, the Minor penalty on Team B player number 17 is cancelled and the 

game is restarted with Team B playing shorthanded (player number 11 remains in the 

Penalty Box). 

 

The sequence is recorded as follows: 
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1.2.4 Situation 4: 

Team B is playing-shorthanded. Team A player number 6 scores a goal at 12:08 during the 

signaling of a delayed call of penalty (Major Penalty, Checking from Behind) on Team 

B’s player number 17. 

 

The goal is allowed, Team B’s player number 11 is released (rule 7.2.3), the Major penalty 

on Team B’s player number 17 is imposed and the game is restarted with Team B playing 

short-handed (5 on 4).
